Planning (completed before you do the lesson):
Lesson Topic/Theme: 
Summer quarter schedule and registration 
Lesson Level:  ESL Level 1
How did you arrive at the topic/theme?  How is this topic/theme relevant to the students?

Students had been asking questions and voicing concerns about the next quarter—who their teacher would be, what the schedule would look like, etc.  I wanted them to find out the answers to their questions and give them a feeling of control over their summer schedule.
Real-Life Application:
Students will read with understanding the summer quarter class schedule and registration form in order to make informed decisions to register for summer quarter.
Implementation (completed after you do the lesson):
1.  How did you incorporate the components of the Read with Understanding standard?

	Components of the Standard
	How did the lesson help students develop these knowledge, skills, and strategies?

	Determine the reading purpose.

	Students received copies of the summer schedule.  As a class, we discussed the end-of-the-quarter registration routine and student plans for summer quarter. We talked about what the schedule was, and what it was for.  


	Select reading strategies appropriate to the purpose.

	Students used their knowledge of the sound system to sound out teachers’ names and realize who they knew and didn’t know.  Pairs were asked to scan the text to find the answers to questions such as “what class will Lyn teach in the summer?”  Students also looked at familiar symbols and the grid layout to understand how the schedule was organized.


	Monitor comprehension and adjust reading strategies.

	The class predicted information about the schedule before they saw it.  They checked and confirmed their predictions in the text.  Students also worked in pairs to answer questions, and confirmed/checked/compared understanding with their partners.


	Analyze the information and reflect on its underlying meaning.

	Students connected the information in the schedule with their stated intentions/plans for summer quarter.  They talked about who their teacher might be in the summer, and talked about classes they might take in the future.  In the follow-up class, when it was time to register for summer quarter, students used the information from the schedule to fill in their summer registration forms.


	Integrate it with prior knowledge to address reading purpose.

	Students used the prior knowledge of: their summer plans/goals, teachers they knew (to help them sound out names), and their knowledge of how the current class schedule was organized.  These pieces helped students understand the information in the summer schedule.



2. How did you use the Level Indicators to guide your planning?
The Level Indicators functioned as a check of the specific activities I decided to use in my plan.  They helped me make sure I had included all components of the standard in the lesson.  For example, in terms of reading strategies, I had already planned to have students scan the text to answer specific questions, but I decided to add the component of sounding out the teacher’s names to practice decoding after I re-read the indicators.
3. How did you use the Curriculum Frameworks to select alphabetics, vocabulary, comprehension and/or fluency objectives to work on?
Unfortunately, the Curriculum Frameworks are not very fleshed out at this level of ESL (ESL Level 1), compared to the higher levels.  However, I re-read the TLO’s and checked that my plan included many of the examples from the list in the areas of comprehension, alphabetics, vocabulary, and fluency.  If my plan hadn’t included work in those areas already, I would have used the TLO’s to develop those components of the lesson.
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
