How did you arrive at the topic/theme?  How is this topic/theme relevant to the students?

Goal setting lesson in first week of class after project work/discussion teams about weak + strong language skills – strategies to improve these skills – how to accomplish them/ what are the steps. Recognizing interest in learning style preferences and lifelong learning I ask them for 2 topics that interest them.  Majority determines which topics are chosen – others are recommended to writing/presentation projects (including research – if student interested).  I have newspapers delivered every Wednesday to the class – but had previously just assigned an article – instead I worked from their interests – into them finding respective sections – them choosing a short article/item to talk about.

	Components of the Standard
	How did the lesson help students develop these knowledge, skills, and strategies?

	Determine the reading purpose.
	Sts. worked first individually then in pairs to determine lists of things they like to read about – compiled general list into a table – sts. worked in groups with newpapers to locate that “Information” type in the relevant newspaper section – shared poster style with the whole class.

	Select reading strategies appropriate to the purpose.
	Purposefully discussed the process described above and related it back to a learning styles and reading/writing inventory exercise done in a previous lesson.  What were you doing when you …?  How did you find the….?  Students either described the strategy or were able to name it – discussion of difference/ purpose of reader behind scan, skim and reading for detail.

	Monitor comprehension and adjust reading strategies.
	What did you do when you couldn’t understand a word – describe various vocabulary development strats – made a list on the board of strategies – discussed when you choose which, why – relative value of each strategy – talked about when/if they switched strategies as they read.

	Analyze the information and reflect on its underlying meaning.
	Sts each selected something that interested them – ie as they were doing the first activity – determining sections where did they find themselves slowing down and wanting to read every word/ why? – (difference between scan, skim, read in detail)


	
Integrate it with prior knowledge to address reading purpose.
	Many students were only aware of the newspaper having certain types of articles – as they scanned and skimmed they shared interests with others and learned of other purposes for reading, eg. comics to understand American culture – horoscope – advice letters (behavior in the workplace), etc. and the use of many / various abbreviations – two students had chosen job ads to present.
“I chose the article entitled…. because I am interested in….  I learned … from reading this article”

Adjusted the indicators at the 2 levels I was teaching for the particular lesson, examined strategies which might be helpful for students to use, designed activities/materials to facilitate students activating those strategies, planned time in the lesson to discuss / point out the key steps in activating the strategy.  consciously wrote into the lesson plan questions I need to ask:  Why are we reading this? (purpose)  How does reading this address a need/goal you have? (common goals may differ from individual goals – need to show broader application)
