	I asked the students , “ Who do you think this was written for? Is this reading important to you? Why? How do you know that, meaning what clues did you use to decide that?”

	Select reading strategies appropriate to the purpose.
	I asked the students to list the different kinds of things they read everyday. We discussed how reading different kinds of materials, the personal importance of various materials, and the level of difficulty of the text/concepts will determine the strategies used when reading.
I asked them what they knew about the subject and many knew of someone who had been questioned by police. 
WE reviewed context clues, how to look at words to see what parts you may know, and stems/affixes 

	
	

	Monitor comprehension and adjust reading strategies.


	I posed  the question “What do you do when you are reading something and  you don’t understand what you’ve read?” Students wrote what they did on the board and we discussed  what they did and when.  I gave them additional tips

	
	

	Analyze the information and reflect on its underlying meaning.
	We discussed what  readers do when once they finish reading.  How do they make sense of what they’ve read, particularly if it is a challenge?  I wrote responses on board and asked the students to do 2 of those things with the material they read.  Then I had them formulate questions about the text and trade with someone else., then discuss the answers.  They discussed the following questions “ Why was this written?  Is that answer different than what you had originally thought?  What don’t you understand?  What do you want to know more about?
	
	

	Integrate it with prior knowledge to address reading purpose.
	I asked them if this would have been written in their countries. Why/ why not? If yes would it have been similar or different?  What didn’t they understand? What did they want to know more about?
