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APPLICATION DISTRIBUTION FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES


Purpose

I-BEST programs are to provide educational access and support for adult basic education (ABE)/English as a Second Language (ESL) students to progress further and faster along career pathways.  I-BEST pairs ABE/ESL and professional-technical instructors in the classroom to concurrently advance student gains in basic and professional-technical skills.  Classes are in programs that build toward degrees and/or certificates and prepare students for employment. The college must have an approved plan for integration on file with the SBCTC to be eligible for I-BEST enhanced and/or high funded FTEs.  Approved I-BEST programs are also automatically approved as an Opportunity Grant pathway.
Professional-Technical 

· Each I-BEST program must go through a specific SBCTC integrated program approval process, which includes sign-off at the college level by both workforce and basic skills administrators.  Most I-BEST programs will fit the “option” category within the program approval process. 

· I-BEST programs must be included on the college’s workforce inventory. 

· All I-BEST programs must include some college-level professional-technical credits.     Professional-technical credits must be transcripted the quarter they are earned.

· I-BEST programs must appear on the demand list for the local area in Workforce Explorer and  “local data” supporting high demand must be provided.  “Local data” is defined as the actual number of job openings available for completers/graduates of the program that are greater than the number of completers/graduates produced by the program colleges in the region.

Basic Skills

· All students must qualify for federally supported levels of basic skills education.  Students must be pre-tested using either the CASAS ECS or Life and Work series at the start of the I-BEST program and must be post-tested upon program completion, or at the end of the academic year, whichever occurs first.  CASAS results must be recorded in WABERS.

· A plan for continued gains and reaching English language proficiency must be developed for students who transition into professional-technical programs who have not yet reached language proficiency.  This plan should take into account ABE/ESL classes above the federally supported levels and beyond the program for which the college is applying.
Instructional 

· During a quarter, an instructor from basic skills and an instructor from the professional-technical program must jointly instruct in the same classroom with at least a 50 percent overlap of the instructional time.  Linked courses and bridge
 courses do not qualify as integrated instruction under this funding model. 

Regional Labor Market Demand
· The proposal provides evidence of local and regional labor market demand in the industry through a variety of resources including traditional labor market data, industry data, trade association data, and other transactional data.  Please provide evidence of the gap between the number of program graduates/completers versus the number of job openings locally and regionally.

       The proposal demonstrates evidence, using wage data that I-BEST program graduates with earn a minimum of $13 per hour or $15 per hour for King County (with the exception of Early Childhood Education).  

       Proposal shows evidence that local and regional businesses, labor, WDC, and community based organizations are active in supporting the college’s effort to begin or expand this program (partners are to be listed in the proposal).
Program Requirements:

· Colleges are expected to incorporate a rigorous planning process involving adult basic education, workforce education, and student services to ensure the success of the program.  Integrated Basic Education and Skills Training (I-BEST) Research Report is available on the SBCTC website to help guide program planning.
· There is an expectation that administrators and faculty from adult basic education and workforce education participate as equal partners in creating a joint program of instruction.  
· The expectation for educational delivery is that the mode of instruction incorporates joint ABE/ESL and professional-technical faculty planning and instructing together in the classroom, resulting in both literacy and workforce skills gains.  
· Student progress is to be evaluated jointly by ABE/ESL and professional-technical faculty, and program effectiveness is to be evaluated jointly by all involved faculty and administrators.
· The tuition for I-BEST classes coded with a fee pay status of 42 will be charged at the regular rate based on the professional-technical course credits.  The transcript will automatically record the credits.  Please note that the adult basic education fee of $25 for traditional ABE/ESL programs is not charged on these I-BEST classes. APPLICATION PROCESS

The process is as follows: Colleges applying for I-BEST program must submit electronic proposals to the State Board for Community and Technical Colleges (SBCTC) at pward@sbctc.edu.  A hard copy of the signature page must be mailed to Tina Bloomer.  
a. Proposals will be assessed against published criteria.  Colleges must satisfy all criteria under “meets criteria” and agree to all assurances on the assessment form to be approved. 
b. Proposals are limited to 15 pages which includes a brief summary (4 or 5 lines) of the proposed program.  The 15 page limit does not include the signature page or diagram.  Font size must be 12 point. 
c. SBCTC staff members are available to assist colleges in their strategic development of the I-BEST program.

· Brief description of the proposed program (maximum 5 lines) including program length and number of college-level credits  
· Title of the program, the CIP code(s), and the EPC code(s) associated with the program(s)
· Clearly identified career pathway(s) with multiple access points for students (include separate pathway diagram (see example on the final page of the application))
· Preparedness for employment and next step of education pathway

· Jobs available for program graduates with earnings of $13 per hour ($15/hr for King County) or preferential status given to I-BEST program completers for entry into the next program level of educational pathway that ends in earnings of $13 per hour ($15 for King County
· Integrated professional technical and adult basic education learning outcomes
· Integrated assessment tools and their use

· Integrated teaching strategies

· Student success strategies

· Transition strategies
· Partner involvement

· Program assurances

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS

Program proposals will be accepted from any of Washington’s community or technical colleges.  
Each I-BEST program must have a separate application.
