Fifty three points for budget considerations created by presidents, things to consider… Clarification: At the last WACTC meeting, a question was discussed – what should the college system look like in 5 and 10 years? The discussion was at the philosophical level, and there was a debate between the future visioning and the need to make immediate budget reductions of 20-30%.  There were three hours of discussion over two days.  The WACTC exec committee was charged to create a list of the brainstormed ideas (that’s the 53 points) and ultimately to create a list of viable and feasible plans that would ultimately be used by WACTC.  It’s not going for open system discussion at this time.  The November budget forecast is a constraint as well.

Explanation of “I’ve been wondering” This is an opportunity for questions to be asked of people who do the same job you do.  The ATC is a great resource.

History: SSB6357 in 2010, plus additional legislation this past session that passed responsibility to the HEC Board.
Report was given to the legislature in 2010, and then additional requirements and goals were added:
· Increase number of students and the number of credits 
· Improve the process of assessments, develop faculty and staff knowledge vis à vis PLA
· Develop articulation agreements
· Develop outcome measures
· Assessment is done by faculty

For a summary of these recommendations developed from the legislation, see handouts, Engrossed Second Substitute HB 1795 and “Through our Students’ Eyes.”
One of the first tasks was to create a single point of contact at each college.  That has been done; information to be posted on ATC website.
Background work has now been done for each of the career clusters, including assessment for different types of learning. These assessments include exams, portfolio analysis, etc. A crosswalk of examples of career experiences and types of assessments will be developed and should be ready by the winter ATC meeting. Edmonds CC has a well-structured and documented PLA process; see www.edcc.edu/priorlearning

ATC Discussion
Question: When a student meets some but not all of the outcomes for a course, how to proceed with CPL? Answer: We don’t give partial credit for a course.  This level of detail has not yet been addressed by the workgoup. 
Q: How will CPL be transcripted, given that there may be impacts on students transferring on to a BI? A: if the prior learning is used to award a transfer degree, that degree will not be unwrapped.  A challenged course will also be transcripted.  Such courses may also result in a charge to the student for the credits to be awarded.
Q: CPL is specifically excluded by some outside accrediting agencies, except for clinical experience.  The Centers of Excellence, working with the State Nursing Board or the NLN, will have to work through nuances unique to the nursing programs.  We’ll aim for, but not expect total consistency in how all system schools can offer CPL.  It will be crucial that we all have detailed and transparent information available for students. 
Q: Some schools do very little PLA.  It is very labor intensive and costly, so how will we get the money to implement given the budget climate? A: these are the recommendations resulting from the efficiencies study; tracking of student movement, consistency of fee structure, sharing of best practices are high priorities.
Q: will tracking happen at the state level?  A: referred back to workgroup.
Q: Clarify what each institution needs to do.  A: Spelled out in efficiency study, but the tasks include a) Single point contact; b) Determine how it will be tracked and transcripted, c) Increased transparency for the process of earning credit through CPL is be made available for students.
Q: Is there an initiative to give us FTE for CPL? A: No.
Q: Currently DTA limits CPL credits to gray area electives, limited to 15; goal to increase to 25%.  However, DTA degrees are not unwrapped, irrespective of the number of CPL credits.

Thank you to Debbie Crouch from ICRC for this report:  
OAR: a template is sent to each CTC for self review of compliance with the DTA.  The committee then reviews the report and gives recommendations for improvement.  Feedback regarding compliance is also given. If an OAR recommendation is made, please seek clarification to ensure everyone’s on the same page.
The BIs also undergo OAR review.  This is the first year BIs have been reviewed.  Results (or at least a listing of the schools scheduled to complete the OAR) will be on the ICRC website. The aggregated data is available, or will be soon.
There is special concern now for classes that fulfill the Q/SR.  For example, at one school a class exists that satisfies the Q/SR, but it has an ENGL 101 prerequisite. For more information, see

The OAR may also reveal CCN issues. 
There is a danger that Q/SR, CCN, and now the PLA issues could erode trust on the part of the BIs, and endanger the DTA.
Assignment: read the ICRC handbook, and ensure on your campus, that your degrees are in compliance with the agreement.

Discussion of the D minus grade and the DTA
There is an umbrella policy from the HECB regarding transfer on D and D- grades. (Page 18, transfer of grades).  A D- grade may nullify a student’s DTA.  It’s a D or above. Also, some colleges give something other than 1.0 grade points. The SMS system should be able to accommodate a point system and a 1.0 for the D grade. Some schools are no longer even awarding a grade of D-.

Note also that last year was the 40th anniversary of the DTA

Discussion of Math in the DTA and Statway
Private Registrars of Washington (PROW) is meeting tomorrow (Friday) to review math and communications requirements.  They meet twice a year to collaborate on transfer issues unique to the private BIs. University of Puget Sound and Whitman College do not take the DTA.

Reverse Transfer – ICRC and JAOG are reviewing how other states handle the issue of BI student finishing their 2-year degree.  Some schools allow students to take courses at the BI, then work with the transferring 2-year school to award the transfer degree; others send the student back to the community college to finish. It can work more easily elsewhere if other states have sophisticated databases or computer systems that can track equivalencies.

Michelle’s report began with a quick overview of the SBCTC structure, start with WACTC (pronounced WACK) – the Washington Association of Colleges and Technical Colleges and is the monthly meeting at which college Presidents plan and discuss strategies, develop priorities, etc.  They work through commissions and councils to accomplish work.
The various commissions are associated with the executive structure of colleges, e.g., the Instruction Commission (IC) at the VP of instruction level, which in turn reports to the WACTC.  IC reps attend the monthly WAC meeting.
In short, ATC is part of the education services part of WACTC. We are a council under the Instruction Commission. SBCTC personnel staff each Council.  When there’s board policy to be acted upon, they direct the people closest to a project or problem to do the work.  NB: SBCTC staffers carry the message of projects, but do not set policy.
Michelle is responsible for WACTC Presidents’ Education Service Committee; IC, Student Services Commission, ATC, precollege English and ATD.  Kathy Gable now does Applied Baccalaureates and Early Childhood.

WACTC discussion on budgets: preliminary discussion of process for 15-30% reductions, impact of tuition increases on enrollment, 5-year visioning.
Regarding the recent wide-ranging discussion of SBCTC efficiencies – WACTC conclusions: 
· funding formula needs reformation; 
· CTCs should update teaching and learning ( a conclusion based on reviews done by the transforming precollege taskforce) – with the aim to reduce time to completion, increase success rates, and more broadly implement contextualized and integrated learning; 
· need CTCs to fulfill the whole mission given to us as a state (ABE, workforce, transfer, community education) – that may look different in the urban/metro areas where a technical college is neighbor to a transfer college.

Assignment from WACTC to WACTC Executive Committee: refine and narrow down the 53 brainstormed points.

WAC is meeting again in two weeks and the executive group is meeting weekly.

HEC Board.  The governor is chairing a task force to determine the charge of a newly formed council of education. It’s clear that a neutral group with authority is most effective.  A consultant has been brought in to assist the discussion.  His conclusion is and recommendation is that we already have a highly effective system in place.  

Efficiency Document (it’s online).  Taskforces made prioritized recommendations to the WACTC.  Priorities were assigned as yes, low or not a priority,

Additional WACTC Priorities and Initiatives

· Colleges will use multiple measures of student readiness (this is from the precollege taskforce).  This means a common cut score is no longer a desired goal. (this is a different conversation from adopting system-wide, common AP score acceptance)
· Precollege skills mapped. 
· Reciprocity of placement testing among the colleges.
· Single point of contact for PLA
· PLA
· Increased transparency of information 
· Reciprocity is a statewide issue

Legislative update:  Most of the current legislation is quite directive.
CCN – legislation requires CTCs and BIs to develop CCNs for all General Education Courses. This is very problematic… the Council of Presidents, Jane Sherman at WSU, HECB, Michelle and one faculty from the university are writing an analysis that will show the great cost of implementing this legislation.
It will also squash the flexibility and innovative skills of the current system.  A new course would go to a statewide curriculum commission.

AP and IB.  The SBCTC is now working with the public BIs on the AP portion of this charge.  Michelle sent out a spreadsheet to ATC members and VPs of Instruction on Oct 11th AP containing scores and course/distribution.  It is to be returned to Scott Copeland ASAP.
We also need to have a consistent score (whenever possible) for each category and course. If we don’t offer a course that is equivalent, then elective distribution credit will be awarded.

STRONG Recommendation: during curriculum reviews, ensure that our distribution areas match the names given in the ICRC.

One year certificate.  Now renamed “the Washington 45” to avoid financial aid and other unintended consequences. Michelle sent out the Washington 45 list of courses.  The list is color coded and aligns AP with distribution areas.  The list must contain courses that are offered by most (or one in each of the areas) and accepted by all. A taskforce composed of 
Rory (last name?), Marty Cavaluzzi, Chris Melton, Laurie Clary, Norma Goldstein, Craig Lewis, and Michelle Andreas met to rename the certificate.  The new name is the Washington 45, a one year list of transfer courses that are accepted as general education requirement courses.  It’s not a miniature DTA.  The legislation says that the BIs and the CTCs will create a one year list of courses that all colleges and BIs offer. 
The information must go in our catalogs.

Math in the DTA:
Associated problem: PHIL 106 and the DTA requirement for Quantitative/Symbolic Reasoning (QSR).  Some logic courses do not provide enough symbolic content to meet a rigorous quantitative standard.  Reform efforts have been under way for several years; we now have a 2-year agreement for BIs to accept Statway courses from Tacoma and Seattle Central for their transfer students.
Foundation of principles: Several BIs and representatives from SBCTC and CTCs are discussing math pathways for the DTA instead of one simple standard and removal of the Intermediate Algebra requirement from the DTA. Remaining to be determined is a pathway for the liberal arts.  A work group will be reviewing Math 107 as an entry level math course for liberal arts majors.  
Important: important for us to remember in discussions that this is about articulation.  We can continue to require critical thinking or a logic component in our local DTA

Logic

Discussion: 
· Logic is not ready for a specific fix… but we do have a motion on the floor: we could remove the CCN designation from PHIL& 106. That is what we said we’d do last year – if we didn’t have a fix by this fall, then we’d remove it.  Any new courses would need new numbers. Amended to: In fall 2012, CCN for logic should change. Revised again: Effective Fall 2012, PHIL&106 will be removed from the CCN list and, unless some other resolution is reached, be replaced by new course titles and numbers that more accurately reflect course content. 
· The new CCN designation should be developed as fast as possible. This is a to-do.
· We could recommend creation of two CCN courses – one for critical thinking and one for symbolic logic.  Call PHIL faculty together and create the new CCN.
· What prevents any college from listing one of its courses as common, even if its content isn’t especially aligned with the course outcomes on the CCN? The inconsistencies among colleges are considerable, with some logic courses being given QSR credit. Answer: the thing that prevents widespread inconsistency is the ICRC policy and definitions about the DTA, reciprocity, etc.
· Consensus: we need to clean this up.  It threatens the DTA. Maintaining the integrity of the DTA is a critically important ATC responsibility.
· Any change made now will impact all the published material we create, such as catalogs, program planners, advising sheets, etc.
· Motion:  Effective Fall 2012, PHIL&106 will be removed from the CCN list and, unless some other resolution is reached, be replaced by new course titles and numbers that more accurately reflect course content.  Motion carries, yea: 26,  nay: 2.

8:00-10:00 am	 ATC’s Role in an era of change
FOCUSING QUESTION: College budgets, funding, curriculum, and teaching are changing. What it means to be literate or educated is changing.  What are we doing on our individual campuses to address such change? 
Please be prepared for a thoughtful discussion about our council's role in this era of upheaval and change.  What kinds of discussions, actions, white papers, collaborations, and presentations should ATC review that will make a difference to our state?
· Discussion:  Urgency of the budget crisis, important in an era where legislators are looking for accountability and measures of concrete results (i.e., retention vs. leaving folks in our classroom and are we really serving our community?)
· ACCESS and what is our role?  And how this is relevant to students? SUCCESS AND RETENTION
· FORCED EFFICIENCY, i.e., over time, the various degrees have picked up more requirements, value added vs. student attainment of goals, related education (professional technical usage) and general education and implications of transfer, things that we are doing to students (purposefully, intentionally, etc.)
· Further discussion on general education and related education/definition and examples (themes) implications of various subjects to general education and related education (i.e., math, English)
· FURTHER AND FASTER concept:  someone else's expectation and how does this fit into the student world. Disservice to students, students might not be the right personal space or at a sufficient level of intellectual development when going to college.  We could possibly foreclose opportunities by forcing students to go faster. We can be more proactive.  
· On the other hand, we have now graduated several groups (further and faster), which wouldn't have happened without this concept.
· DEVELOPMENTAL EDUCATION - look at the whole student, and those who can teach developmental classes
· MATH implications of discussion.  Should have intent (vs. just teaching algebra).
· TODAY’S WELL EDUCATED CITIZEN: What is the definition of this?  Who imposes this definition? This should be talked about on our campuses to help us inform budget development, vision, etc.  What does the 21st century student look like? What does the 21st century learning institution look like? 
· WHAT IS SUCCESS? Not all students have the same intention.  What is their desire? More and more, student desires are attached to money.  Why are our students here at our colleges?  COLLEGE READINESS?  Graduation as success?  Implications of Washington 45? We need to fight back (against legislative pressure).
· Start out and try again!  I.E., make math free.
· PARADIGM SHIFTS HAPPENING:  College intent historically and how it is now.
· COMMUNITY COLLEGE: several roles:  GATEWAY to society; help support a broadly educated citizenry
· Most important: take back what education is and what it should be; ATC engaging with faculty and taking a stand
· How and should it be done
· ATC reports to IC and WACTC, so remember the structural norms and how to manuever through educational systems; be careful on how you take the message out
· Remind people about educational quality
· Fear of losing jobs (people in basic skills, developmental education) shift mentality of system with regard to technology skills in our degrees
