By a unanimous vote of all present, we agreed to distinguish three distinct logic courses, with common course numbers as follows.  

1. Phil & 120: Symbolic Logic

The core content in this course is:

a. Sentence logic with proofs

b. Predicate logic with quantifiers and proofs

2. Phil & 117: Traditional Logic

The core content in this course is:

a. Sentence logic with proofs

b. Aristotelian logic with Venn Diagrams

3. Phil & 115: Critical Thinking

The core content in this course is:

a.  A non-symbolic approach to logic and critical thinking. 

b.  Emphasis on real-life examples. 

c.  Informal Fallacies. 

Furthermore, we intend to make a strong case for allowing Phil & 120 and Phil & 117 to satisfy the quantitative /symbolic reasoning requirement.  

It was also noted that while the core content in each course is the items listed, individual instructors are free to augment the core with supplemental topics of their choice.   
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
