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Testing Fees

Cost for all five sections of the GED exam is $75; $15 for re-takes or for taking individual tests after starting at another testing center.  All fees must be paid to the Cashier in Jackson Center before entering the testing room—the receipt is required to enter the test room.  Please arrive early and allow time to go to the Cashier's Office.  The Cashier’s current schedule can be found at the Cashier’s Office landing page.  In general, receipts are not replaced if lost, and the fee is non-refundable.
Registration Procedures
Orientation:  Students new to GED testing will need to attend an orientation, noted on the schedule as GED In-Take.  The current schedule is available on the Testing Center GED page.  In-Take consists of paper-work and a verbal overview of some information on the testing process.  It is separate from payment or registration for classes.  In-Take does not require an appointment, but students will need their $75 receipt from the Cashiers and their official government-issued photo ID such as a driver’s license, state ID card, military ID card, tribal ID, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport.  If the student is under 19, she or he will need to bring an age-waiver form from a local high school verifying that they are eligible to test.  After attending an In-Take session, students can make testing appointments either in person or by phone.  We anticipate an on-line appointment page will become available some time in 2011.
Sign-Up for Testing:  Testing center hours may vary from quarter to quarter, but usually include at least one later evening.  The current testing schedule is always available at: the Testing Center GED page.  GED testing is done by appointment after attending an In-Take or Registration session as described above.  We can seat 20 examinees per test session.  Additional students can be added to a wait-list and will be seated if space permits at the scheduled testing time.  Examinees must bring an official government-issued photo ID each time they come to test or to check test scores. Acceptable forms of ID include:  driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, tribal ID, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport.  Students may take one test of their choice at each appointment time.

To reach us from I-5 Southbound

Take Exit 198 (just south of Marysville and the Tulalip reservation) onto State Hwy 529; cross
the tidal flats and Snohomish River Bridge.
At the south end of the bridge, Hwy 529 becomes North Broadway.  Continue south on North Broadway, approximately .5 miles, and turn right on Tower Street.  Follow Tower Street two blocks to the campus.
Turn left one block and turn right onto the campus at the main campus entrance.

To reach us from I-5 Northbound

Take Exit 195 and turn left onto Marine View Drive.
Turn left onto 16th Street (.5 miles) and continue to Broadway.
Turn right on Broadway and continue to Tower Street.  Turn left on Tower Street and follow two blocks to the campus.  Turn left one block and turn right onto the campus at the main campus entrance.

To reach us from downtown Everett

Take Broadway north to Tower Street.  Turn left on Tower Street and follow two blocks to the campus.  Turn left one block and turn right onto the campus at the main campus entrance.
Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  Classes are offered on the Everett campus during the morning, afternoon and evening hours, and in the Monroe and Arlington area during the evening hours.  Classes also meet during the morning at the Tulalip Learning Center in Marysville.  The GED classes cost $25 per quarter.  A quarter is approximately 10 weeks.
