Cost for all five sections of the GED exam is $75 payable at Assessment & Testing in the Welcome Center (ZWC).
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  The testing center is open for GED testing every Monday from 9 a.m. to 
7 p.m. on a walk-in basis.  No appointment is necessary.  Examinees must bring an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport. Tests may be taken in any order, and as many as you like in one day.  For example, you may try to complete all five tests in one day (approximately eight hours of testing), or you may take only one and then return the following Monday to take another.
