$15 per test or $75.00 for all 5 required subject areas.
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:
The Testing Center’s open office hours (not the same as testing times) are:  Monday and Tuesday 9 a.m. – 4 p.m.; Wednesday and Thursday, 8:30 a.m. – 4 p.m.; and Friday, 9 a.m. – 4 p.m.; GED testing is on most Thursdays, in half-day sessions from 1 – 4 p.m.  GED testing is not offered every Thursday afternoon (especially during peak college registration periods).  The monthly test schedule is on the website.  Examinees need to complete a GED test registration packet at least 2 days before the test they want to make an appointment for (on a space available basis).  When coming to complete the packet, bring official government-issued picture ID, another piece of ID with a signature (i.e., SSN card or Student ID card), an approved age waiver form (if 16 - 18 yrs old), and payment for testing.  Examinees must make payment and schedule for testing.  On the test day, no one is allowed to test without providing current government-issued picture ID (such as, Driver's License, WA State ID, Passport).

Turn right onto N Northgate Way

Turn left onto Meridian Avenue N, which becomes College Way N

Parking:  If you do not already have a permit, park your car in one of the student parking lots (north, south, or east side of the campus).  
If you are testing that day, get an "all day pass" from the Cashier's Office.

Testing Center Location:  From College Way N, the College Center Bldg (CC Bldg) is the building with the big wide stairs and a flagpole in front of it.  The Testing Center is located on the 2nd Floor of the College Center Building, Room CC 2459C (in the SE corner of the building).  It is around the corner from Financial Aid.
