Testing Fees

The GED test fee of $75 must be paid in full before your first testing appointment.  The fee to
retest on any of the five subjects will be $15.  There is also a $15 fee per test for candidates from other testing centers who wish to take individual subject tests at the Olympic College Assessment & Testing Center.  
Fee Payment:  Candidates should visit the Cashier first so the appropriate receipt can be submitted at the appointment check-in time.  The OC Cashier is located on the first floor of the Humanities and Student Services building.  Be sure to have your photo ID for all Cashiering services.

Registration Procedures

Sign-Up for Testing:  GED Testing is by appointment every Tuesday and Wednesday.  Test times are 1:30 and 3:30 p.m. during the four academic quarters.  During the college breaks, our Non-Instructional Schedule will be in place.  During these weeks, GED test sessions are held at 11:30 a.m. and 1:30 p.m.  We do not offer GED Testing during the Olympic College Finals each quarter.  Make an appointment either in person or via telephone (360-475-7238) indicating date, day, time, and the test(s) you would like to take.  Please show your receipt at your first testing session.  The GED Battery receipt ($75) is a full-sized sheet of green paper with "Form L-5 Verification of Eligibility to Take the GED Tests" printed on one side.  The Retake or single-subject receipt ($15 per subject) is a half-sized sheet of green paper.  Examinees must bring an current government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport.  Proof of Residency is needed if the form of identification does not show an address in Washington State.  Candidates between 16-18 years of age must also submit the appropriate age documentation.  Plan to arrive 45 minutes to one hour before the first test you plan to take.  Returning GED Candidates should plan to arrive 35 minutes before a Math test, and for all other tests arrive 20 minutes before the test start time.  Please note that Writing is given only on Tuesdays and Math is given only on Wednesdays to allow for adequate testing time.

Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  For students who need to build their basic skills in preparation to take the GED, classes in communication skills (reading and writing), math and GED Preparation are offered.  GED preparation online courses are available.  
Students enrolling in Adult Education/GED Preparation classes MUST attend an orientation class before enrolling.  In this class they will learn about the program, set learning goals, take placement tests to determine the classes they will need, and register.  A fee of $25 per quarter is charged.  Waivers are available for low-income students.
