Testing Fees

Full GED battery of tests is $75; individual tests or retakes are $15, except the Writing test which is $25.
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  Testing is by appointment.  The GED Testing Service requires state-issued driver's license or a state-issued identification card with a photograph.  Acceptable forms of ID include:  United States passport, Certificate of United States citizenship, Certification of naturalization, or a current foreign passport.  Proof of Washington residency is also required with any of the above documents.  This can be a rental agreement, a utility bill with your name and address, unemployment papers or something of this nature. 
Pre-Registration:  A pre-registration is required before testing can begin.  Please see the monthly calendar for dates and times.  It is available on the RTC Web site.

To RTC Main Campus from I-405 NORTHBOUND

Take Exit 4.  After exiting, do not take the Maple Valley exit to the right. 
Stay to the left and take the Bronson Way exit to Renton. 
Turn right at bottom of the off-ramp. 
Continue to the next stoplight and turn right onto Sunset Boulevard. 
One block further at the stoplight, turn right onto NE 3rd Street.

Follow NE 3rd Street to the top of the hill.  RTC is on the left side after you crest over the top of the hill. 
Turn left on Monroe Avenue NE to access the main entrance.

*If your class is located in the Off-Campus Center (all OC classrooms), turn right on Monroe Avenue NE, then left at NE Second Street (3407 NE Second Street).

To RTC Main Campus from I-405 SOUTHBOUND

Take Renton Exit 4, merge onto Sunset Boulevard; turn left at the first stoplight onto NE 3rd Street.
Follow NE 3rd Street to top of hill.  RTC is on the left side after you crest over the top of the hill. Turn left on Monroe Avenue NE to access the main entrance.
