Testing Fees

The total cost for the five tests is $75.  This amount is paid to the college cashier (located in the Campus Center), and you will be given a receipt that you must present to the GED Examiner when you arrive for orientation (located in Lewis Hall, Room 41).  Retest fee is $15 for each test.
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:   Testing is done on a first-come, first-served basis.  Examinees should always be on time.  The doors are closed at the scheduled time and testers are not admitted if
they are late.  Examinees must bring an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport each time you come to test and receipt from cashier to show all fees paid.

Orientation:  To be allowed to take the GED tests, you will be required to attend an orientation.
The following is the DAYTIME testing/orientation schedule:
MONDAY – 8:30 – 10 a.m. – Orientation; 11 a.m. – Writing or Math

WEDNESDAY – 9 a.m. – Writing or Math; 12 – Science, Reading, or Social Studies; 2 – 4 p.m. –Orientation

THURSDAY – 9 a.m. & 2:30 p.m. Science, Reading, or Social Studies

FRIDAY – 1st & 3rd Fridays, 8 a.m. Writing or Math
11 a.m. – Science, Reading, or Social Studies

The following is the EVENING testing/orientation schedule (on the dates of evening testing/orientation, there will be no daytime testing/orientation):

2nd TUESDAY of each month – 5 p.m. – Math; 7:30 p.m. – Science, Reading, or Social Studies

4th TUESDAY of each month – Orientation 5-7 p.m.; 7 p.m. – Writing or Math

Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  If students need help in the subjects on the GED tests, they may want to register for Adult Basic Education classes offered by the college.  The course cost is $25 and sign up is at the registration office.  The classes have open enrollment, which means you can enter at any time during the quarter as long as space is available.  Classes are available morning, afternoon, and evenings during the week and on Saturday.  Students work at their own pace and help is given in each subject.  Students study in this program until the instructor thinks you are ready to pass the GED.  Please phone the Adult Basic Education department at 360-416-7726 for more information about enrolling in the GED preparation courses.  As of Fall Quarter 2004, students enrolling in Adult Basic Education or English as a Second Language classes are charged $25 per person per quarter.
