Testing Fees
The fee is $15 per test or retest.  You may pay for the tests in advance (or arrive early on the day of testing to pay) at the SSCC Cashier window.  Before paying, obtain a SSCC student ID number at Registration (you will have one if you ever attended SSCC).

Registration Procedures
If you are NOT in a GED prep class, follow these steps: 
Pick up a GED application packet from the Student Assessment Services Office in the Robert Smith Building, RSB 76.  Complete the forms in the packet, using your Social Security number as the “Identification Number”.  The application must be completed and submitted one week before your first testing.  Anyone age 16-18 will need to complete additional paperwork.

On Test Day:  Check-in begins at 11:30 a.m., RSB 72.  Seating is first come, first seated.  Bring receipt showing payment and current, government issued photo ID.  Pencils, pens, and calculators are supplied.

Driving to SSCC from Southbound or Northbound I-5 or Southbound Route 99
Take West Seattle Bridge to Delridge Way SW 

Drive south on Delridge Way SW to third light 

At light, turn left onto SW Oregon 

Take arterial to top of hill, bearing right onto 21st Ave SW 

Take first left, turning onto Dawson, continuing onto 16th Ave SW 

Follow 16th Ave South for ¼ mile to SSCC campus on your left 

Enter campus via south or center entrances. 
Driving to SSCC from Northbound I-5 at Southcenter
At Southcenter, exit to Highway 518 West 

Follow 518 West to Burien, where it becomes SW 148th 

Continue on SW 148th to Ambaum Blvd, turning right onto Ambaum. 

Drive straight north six miles on Ambaum/16th SW to SSCC campus 

Enter campus via south entrance. 

Driving to SSCC via the Michigan-Corson Exit (off I-5, North or Southbound)
Michigan-Corson Exit (#162) 

Right onto S Michigan Street 

Follow Michigan to 1st Ave. Bridge, taking ramp onto bridge 

Take FIRST exit (W Marginal Way/South Park) 

Right at the end of ramp; left at signal 

Left at Highland Park Way (up the hill) 

Take first right turn onto Holden, continuing to 16th Ave. 

Right onto 16th Ave., follow north one mile to SSCC campus on your right 

Enter campus via south entrance.

GED Test Preparation Classes Morning or evening courses are designed to help students who are preparing to take the GED tests.  The course provides the student with a general review of the five (5) subject areas covered by the GED tests:  science, social studies, reading, math, and writing.
