Testing fee is $75 for initial test payable at the Cashiers Office.  Retakes are $15 each.

Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:
The test is administered two Fridays a month.  You must sign up for testing in advance to get your name on the list to reserve a seat.  No exceptions.  Fill out the GED application at the Information Desk in the administration building.   Sign up for a test date.  On test day, examinees should plan to arrive at least 10 minutes early.  You must check in at the administration building before the test begins.  Testing will start at times listed.  Latecomers will not be admitted.  You must show current photo ID at check-in or you will not be permitted to test.

Other Information
GED Test Preparation Classes:  Adult Basic Education (ABE) classes are designed for those over 18 who want to bring their reading, writing, and math skills up to a level that qualifies them to pass the General Educational Development (GED) test, earn credits toward a high-school diploma, or prepare for college classes.  These noncredit ABE classes are offered on the Omak campuses as well as in many communities throughout the college district.  Omak campus offers these classes Monday – Thursday from 1-4 p.m. in room 302.  To register for these classes go directly to the class.  Evening classes are available.  Tuition for ABE (Adult Basic Education) is $25 per student per quarter.  This fee is mandated by the Washington State Legislature.
