Testing Fees

Cost for all five sections of the GED exam is $75 payable at Assessment & Testing in the Welcome Center (ZWC).
Registration Procedures
Sign-Up for Testing:  The testing center is open for GED testing every Monday from 9:00 AM to 7:00 PM on a walk-in basis.  No appointment is necessary.  Examinees must bring an official government-issued photo ID such as a driver's license, state ID card, military ID card, certificate of US citizenship or naturalization, court-approved ID card, or alien registration or passport. Tests may be taken in any order, and as many as you like in one day.  For example, you may try to complete all five tests in one day (approximately eight hours of testing), or you may take only one and then return the following Monday to take another.
Orientation:  Examinees are given a brief orientation on the test and testing procedures before beginning the test.

Southbound 

Take Hwy 167 South toward Kent / Auburn 

Take the 15th Street NW exit. Turn left onto 15th Street NW. (15th Street NW becomes Harvey Road.) 

Turn left onto 8th Street NE. (8th Street NE becomes SE 320th Street; SE 320th Street becomes Lea Hill Road SE.) 

Turn right onto 105th Place SE. 

Turn left onto 107th Place SE. 

107th Place SE becomes SE 320th Street. 

Northbound
Take Highway 18 East toward Auburn / North Bend. 

Take the SE 304th Street exit toward SE 312th Street. 

Turn right onto SE 304th Street. (SE 304th Street becomes 132nd Avenue SE.) 

Stay straight to go onto 132nd Way SE. (132nd Way SE becomes SE 312th Street.) 

Turn left onto 124th Avenue SE. 

Turn right onto SE 320th Street.

GED Test Preparation Classes:  This program offers classes to help students get ready for the GED test.
