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several months. To save money, the presidents decided to have
a virtual meeting in early November. However, after the an-

| nouncement of worsening economic news, they felt they needed
a face-to-face meeting, so they held an emergency one-day
meeting later in November. They met again for a one-day meeting Dec. 12" — and
the agenda was “budget, budget, budget, budget.”

The State Board held their meeting at Clark College December 3 and 4. At the
meeting they adopted three resolutions. One directs the colleges to reduce spend-
ing by a minimum of 4.1% of current year state allocations (for this fiscal year,
which ends June 30, 2008) and gives Charlie Earl the authority to review and re-
move current-year financial earmarks to give the colleges maximum flexibility in
making budget reductions.

The second resolution approved items to be forwarded to Governor Gregoire,
hoping they will be included in an economic stimulus package. The items included
both Human Capital and Construction Capital. High Demand Enroliments, Oppor-
tunity Grants, Worker Retraining, and Job Skills Program made up the Human
Capital request. There are 12 capital projects on our larger capital budget request
that could be ready to bid by March 2009. Six more could be ready to go to bid by
September 2009. Those projects were detailed for the Governor.

In the last resolution, the Board members requested the Governor and Legisla-
ture to act promptly to provide the college system with maximum flexibility and
timely authorities to enable the colleges to achieve the mandated budget reduc-
tions.

Report on budget shortfall

The Governor has requested the two-year college system reduce its current-
year budget by 4.3 percent. That means approximately $32.1 million. Colleges
have been notified on what their share of the budget cut would be. At this point the
Governor’s request is just a recommendation (one the colleges are rightfully taking
seriously). To make the reduction legally binding, the Legislature will need to pass
a supplemental budget when they return to Olympia for the 2009 session.
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No one knows for sure that the Legislature will follow the Governor’'s recommendation on the
reductions. The sooner the Legislature acts, the more certainty your colleges will have as they re-
spond to the current-year budget cuts.

The Governor’'s 2009-11 biennial budget recommendation was released December 18". Those
numbers were sent out to you in a separate email. The Governor promised her budget would be
ugly — and she didn’t break her promise! The Governor and her staff heard our story: Our system
was not cut as deeply as many other agencies. Six-and-a-half percent is much better than the
feared 20 percent cut.

Now the ball is in the hands of the Legislature. The final budget will be based on the March
2009 revenue projections. The Senate will write their proposed budget, it will go to the House, back
to the Senate, to a Conference Committee, and eventually to the Governor for signature. The
sooner the Legislature adopts the budget the better. College administrators (and trustees) need the
final budget numbers so they can make data-driven staffing and program decisions for the 2009-10
academic year.

Trustee advocacy will be essential this year. Every Friday afternoon during the session you will
receive an electronic edition of the Legislative News. This will provide everyone in the community
and technical college system with up-to-the-minute information on what’'s happening in the Legisla-
ture and will provide information on which you can act.

Governor Gregoire will be the
first speaker on Monday. Make sure you arrive on time!

The topics on the agenda include strategies in the face of budget reductions, a Mission Study
Task Force update, data to support economic stimulus claims by the colleges, messaging for trus-
tees, a legislative update, technology plans, and the strategic plans of other higher education or-
ganizations. Legislative leaders will be invited to speak during the conference.
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One of the most important aspects of the conference is setting aside time for trustees to meet
with their legislators. All trustees are encouraged to take advantage of that time Monday evening.
Trustees have a responsibility to serve as advocates for students — that means trustees also have
an obligation to be an advocate.

The time together does not need to result in an expensive dinner. If money is a concern, think
about taking a pizza to your legislator’s office or making an appointment to take him/her dessert.
Reduce the number of people from your district who meet with your legislators — but have a
spokesperson who can articulately deliver your college’s messages. Take advantage of the oppor-
tunity to talk with your legislators (and legislators’ assistants) while you are in Olympia!

State Board Member Barney Goltz

Barney Goltz served on the State Board from 1989 through 1999. He was instrumental in the
start-up of the SMART Investment Campaign (now known as Creating Opportunities). Below is a
reprint of an article about Barney that ran in the Bellingham Harold on December 27.

Barney Goltz, former legislator, dies at 84

Barney Goltz, a former state senator and beloved figure in Whatcom County civic life, died
Thursday, Dec. 25.

Goltz suffered sudden cardiac arrest during a Christmas dinner with friends and family in Olym-
pia. He had suffered from Par i

Goltz, 84, was elected to the state House as a 42nd District
Democrat in 1972. He was elected to the state Senate in 1974
and served three terms, becoming president pro tem of the Sen-
ate before his retirement in 1986.

During his years in Olympia, he was known for his gentle wit
and a no-hard-feelings political style.

County Executive Pete Kremen said he started his own politi-
cal career in 1984, when he ra
